Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 10:10 am by President, Marge Williams. All attendees introduced themselves. President, 
Williams introduced Linda Blosser who was involved in the school district taxing issue. Ms Blosser took a moment to thank all of the 
Mogollon owners who participated in contacting their representatives and attending meetings on this matter. 

Approval of Minutes 

Board Vice-President, Pat Palmer moved to approve the October 24, 2009 minutes as written. Board Secretary, Garry Dalrymple 
seconded, all were in favor and the October 24,2009 minutes were approved. 

Association Management Report 

MM, LLC representative, Nancy Hamerly presented the management report which included delinquencies and other business 
conducted on behalf of the Board of Directors. 

Financial Update 

Board Treasurer, David Reisdorf offered a brief accounting of the Mogollon Ranch financial position and pointed out some savings 
from the previous year. 

Well Update 

Well operator, Shaun Stouder, presented the well update starting with recent and ongoing improvements & maintenance to the well 
houses, the wells themselves and well service. There were no immediate issues with any of the wells and monthly water tests 
showed good results on all wells. Shaun continued to provide an update of the Tigertlow systems and that they will no longer rebuild 
their control systems. Shaun added that he has started some research on other motors from different companies. There are some 
better altematives out there but all require some wiring changes. Board member, Richard Eng suggested forming a committee to 
research these alternatives. Richard continued by stating that Shaun should be on this committee and a manufacturer representative 
should be invited to address the committee. Board member, Richard Eng, agreed to chair this committee. Board Secretary, Garry 
Dalrymple, lot owner, Larry Cox and well operator, Shaun Stouder agreed to serve on this committee. 

Committee Updates 

A) Septic Inspection Committee 

Board member and committee chair, Richard Eng, presented the committee update announcing their recommendation to the Board. 
Board President, Marge Williams requested some date changes. Board Treasurer, David Reisdorf, moved to accept the committee's 
recommendation changing 90 days from July 1 to 60 days from association's notification. Richard Eng seconded, all were in favor 
and motion carried. The final wording will be submitted to MM and forwarded to the attomey for review. The question was 
presented about a variance policy and if one would be created. The Board responded that in the past any variance was addressed 
on a case by case basis and usually sent for attomey review. All were comfortable with this procedure. 

B) Firewise Committee 

Board Vice-President and committee chair, Pat Palmer, presented the committee update announcing that Firewise suggestions were 
sent to Mogollon owners. The committee met with Jeff from the Forest Service on January 4 where he offered suggestions on areas 
in and around Mogollon Ranch to start the Firewise program. He suggested starting to create a buffer zone between the forest and 
Mogollon Ranch property on the west and south perimeters by having lot owners obtain permits to remove dead from the forest in 
these areas. The committee will continue to work out a written plan of action to present to the Board at the next meeting. The 
committee suggested starting the program in Tract A which would demonstrate the community's involvement in the Firewise program. 
The committee announced that they would also be looking into grant money opportunities.

President Williams announced that Mogollon Ranch would be conducting a cleanup day on Saturday, May 1, 2010, Wort<. will 
continue to focus on Tract A. Work volunteers are to meet at Tract A (garbage and mailbox area) at gam and wort<. will continue until 
noon with lunch offered to volunteers afterward at the Palmer residence,
