BOARD MEETING April 17, 2010

1) Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 10:09 am by President, Marge Williams. All attendees introduced themselves. 

2) Board Vice-President, Pat Palmer introduced Jeff Thumb, Fuel Specialist for the Mogollon Rim Ranger District of the Coconino 
National Forest. Mr. Thumb addressed the audience with information regarding projects the Forest Service is working on and 
announced upcoming programs that could grant federal funds to allow prison crews to work at $350/acre for thinning out forest areas. 
Mr. Thumb continued stating that he was scheduled to attend a meeting to learn more about these programs. He added that 
Mogollon owners could take necessary actions to bring their personal property up to Firewise guidelines now by thinning growth and 
removing dead and down. Owners could obtain permits to remove dead and down from the forest. Mr. Thumb continued by stating 
the he would contact Vice-President Palmer to relay any new information he obtains at upcoming meetings. Ms. Palmer stated that 
she would post any new information on the website and send out to Mogollon owners via email blast. 

3) Approval of Minutes 

Board Treasurer, David Reisdorf moved to approve the January 17,2010 minutes, Board Vice-President, Pat Palmer seconded, all 
were in favor and the January 17, 2010 minutes were approved. 

4) Association Management Report 

AAM, LLC representative, Nancy Hamerly presented the management report which included delinquencies and other business 
conducted on behalf of the Board of Directors. 

5) Financial Update 

Board Treasurer, David Reisdorf offered a brief accounting of the Mogollon Ranch financial position and pointed out a budget surplus 
and the large snow removal expense due to record snowfall this season. 

6) Well Update 

President Marge Williams announced that there have been no well issues since the last meeting and provided an update on the 
installation of the maintenance buildings at Well 16. 

7) Nominations Forms 

President Williams announced that the next meeting would be the annual meeting and nomination forms were available to those 
interested in serving on the Board. Ms Williams continued by stating that nomination forms would be sent to all Mogollon owners 
next week and would be due back to the AAM office no later than May 15, 2010 for their name to be included on the ballot. Ballots 
would be included in the annual meeting announcement to be mailed the first week in June. AAM was granted authority to open and 
tally all ballots and contact owners whose ballots have not been received in an effort to achieve quorum. 

8) Committee Updates 

A) Septic Inspection Committee 

Board member and committee chair, Richard Eng, announced that the wording on the septic policy was approved by the Association 
attorneys and the policy was adopted at the January 17, 2010 meeting. Owners will be mailed a copy of the policy and it will be 
posted on the website. Future inspections must be completed and submitted annually by July 1st 

. 

It was announced that three (3) variance requests had been received. Vice-President, Pat Palmer, made a motion to approve the 
three variances allowing the owners to conduct their own septic inspections since they installed the systems initially under the 
conditions that the variance does not convey with the property and that any changes to the present system would cause the variance 
to be void requiring the owners to re-apply. Board member, Richard Eng, seconded the motion, all in favor and motion carried. The 
Board directed AAM to send an approval letter to these owners and to include the conditions of the approval. 



B) Firewise Committee 

Board Vice-President and committee chair, Pat Palmer, announced that there was no additional information to share at this time. She 
continued with the announcement of the "Community Work Day" scheduled for Saturday, May 1st 

. Work will begin at 9:00 am and will 
focus on Tract A where thinning of the trees will be conducted in an effort to encourage the Firewise program and to bring that area 
up to those standards. Volunteers are welcomed and informed that lunch will be provided after the event at the Palmer residence. 

C) Well Control System Research Committee 

Board member and committee chair, Richard Eng, announced that the committee had met 2 times and were looking at possible 
alternatives to the Tiger Eye Control Systems when they fail. They are awaiting feedback from some sources so no decisions or 
recommendations would be made at this time. 

Property owner and committee member, Larry Cox, pointed out an error in the wording of the approved minutes and requested a 
change. Board Secretary, Garry Dalrymple moved to change the wording from Tiger Eye Motors to Tiger Eye Control System. Board 
member, Richard Eng seconded the motion, all voted in favor and motion carried. 

9) Next Meeting 

President, Marge Williams announced that the next meeting is the annual meeting and will be held on Saturday, July 17,2010. 

10) Open Forum 

Candyce Schmid, Lot 80/81, requested a timeline to remove various well parts/components and the water trailer currently being 
stored on their property. The Board agreed to arrange for an alternate storage place for these items and requested an inventory of 
the items. Ms. Schmid agreed to provide an inventory and requested the removal occur within 30 to 45 days. 

Joan Dalrymple, Lot 18, requested Board approval to purchase evergreen plantings to be installed at the entrance. Vice-President, 
Pat Palmer, moved to grant Ms. Dalrymple a budget of $100 to purchase plantings. President, Marge Williams, seconded the motion. 
All voted in favor and motion carried. 

11) Adjournment 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 11 :06 am
